The admission to the IB Diploma Programme in 33 Liceum im. M. Kopernika is regulated by the
School Statutes (Statut XXXIII Liceum Ogéinoksztalcacego Dwujezycznego im. Mikotaja
Kopernika z siedzibg w Warszawie przy ul. J6zefa Bema 76).

According to the Statutes, the School Head appoints the IB DP Admissions Committee
consisting of IB DP Coordiantor as chair, IB pre-DP and MYP homeroom teachers, and
a number of other teachers from among IB DP faculty.

Admission is open to all IB pre-DP and MYP students, and (in case of free places) to

students from bilingual classes of 33 Liceum im. M. Kopernika, and candidates from

outside the school.

Admission is based on the end-of-year certificate results obtained in the year preceding

the Programme:

e students currently enrolled in our IB pre-DP, MYP, and bilingual classes will have
obtained at least grade 4 out of 6 in English and each subject they intend to study
at higher level, their total attendance rate will be minimum 85%; they will also be
approved by the Admissions Committee; the Committee may base their approval
on an interview with the candidate,

e candidates from outside 33 Liceum will have obtained at least grade 5 out of 6 (or
equivalent if from Polish educational system) in English and each subject they
intend to study at higher level, their total attendance rate will be minimum 85%; they
will also be approved by the Admissions Committee following an interview with the
candidate,

e special needs candidates will be admitted based on the approval of the Admissions
Committee following an interview with the candidate.
